In 1983, five years into her career on Capitol Hill, Susan was asked to serve as the Chief
of Staff to Republican Congressman Jim Jeffords. At 29, this made Susan one of the
youngest Chiefs of Staff and at that time, one of only a handful of women to reach that
position.

Five years later, after successfully coordinating Congressman Jeffords’ 1988 Senate bid,
Susan began her fifteen-year run as Chief of Staff to a U.S. Senator. Susan’s experience
as chief political and legislative strategist for the Senator gave her the opportunity to
work with many of the top decisions makers in Washington. In May of 2001, after
Senator Jeffords dramatic decision to leave his party and throw control of the Senate to
the Demaocrats, Susan successfully steered the Member as well as his personal and
committee staff through the debris field left in the wake of that decision. There are few
senior staff on Capitol Hill who have worked closely with the leadership of both the
Republican and Democratic caucuses. This access allowed Susan to see the similarities
and the differences more clearly than most.

Later that same year, the world changed forever with the unfolding of the events of 9/11.
Living and working on Capitol Hill, especially after the unresolved anthrax attack on the
Capitol complex just a month later, became an even greater challenge.

Susan’s self-effacing sense of humor and often blunt descriptions of Capitol Hill life
result in a thoroughly delightful and insightful view into the world of legislation and
politics in Washington, D.C.
